How to read the chart:

e indicates finger plate closed.

o indicates finger plate open.

Numbers indicate key to be depressed.
TK indicates thumb key depressed.

(1) The top three finger plates are closed
by fingers 1-2-3 of the left hand.
(2) The next three finger plates remainopen.
(3) Key 7 is depressed.
(4) The thumb key is depressed.
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
